He was then
amazed to see a disembodied hand, writing on the wall.

2. Satan claimed that Job’s virtue resulted from the material blessings God had granted him. To prove that Job’s good-
ness derived from this great faith, God allowed Satan to test him by punishing him with horrible afflictions. Job’s
children were killed, his crops were ruined and his wealth was destroyed. Yet Job remained faithful, telling his friend
that he:

A) made it by the seat of his pants
B) escaped by the skin of his teeth
C) came within in inch of his life
D) would survive by hook or by crook
Answer: b) Job actually said, “I am escaped with the skin of my teeth” (Job 19:20)

asks the Lord to look upon him as:

A) the apple of his eye
B) the jewel of his crown
C) his one and only

D) the fairest of all

Answer: a) When David wrote, “Keep me as the apple of the eye; hide me under the shadow of thy wings” (Ps 17:8), he
was using a metaphor common in ancient times. The pupil of the eye, an extremely sensitive part and hence in need of
protection, was thought to be shaped like an apple.

4. Which adage is from the Book of Proverbs?
A) A merry heart is as good as medicine
B) The rotten apple spoils its companions
C) Silence is golden
D) You can’t cheat an honest man
Answer: a) This bit of folk wisdom (Proverbs 17:22) has only recently been accepted in modern medical theory.

5. Jesus began his ministry by performing miraculous cures that attracted huge crowds. Once, when Jesus was sur-
rounded by a multitude, his friends said he was:

A) out on a limb

B) on the path to perdition
C) beside himself

D) on the side of the angels

Answer: c) The press of the crowds and their response to His words affected Jesus deeply, for He seemed to go into a
mystical state. “And when his friends heard of it, they went out to lay hold on him: for they said, He is beside himself”
(Mark 3:21).
